RATE INCREASES

At its October 2007 meeting, the Board of Water Commissioners determined that a rate increase, the first in over 10 years, is necessary in order to meet projected budget requirements.

As in any other business, our operating costs have increased over the last 10 years.  This includes maintenance, repairs, equipment updates, materials costs, fuel, required State and Federal water quality testing, and contracted services.  In our budget process, the Commissioners calculated in system upgrades to maintain and improve the quality and safety of our drinking water.  They also took into account increased maintenance costs as our system ages.  We are hoping this increase will hold us for at least another seven to ten years.  

The current billing rates and the new billing rates will be effective with the first quarter 2008 billing, for water usage during the first quarter of 2008.  You will see those bills during the first week of April 2008.
